" OBig bsh eat little Psh.O Oif you want to catch a big Psh, tie on a streamer.0 OStreamers
catch more big bsh than all other types of Ries combined.O

How many times have we 3y-bPshers heard or read these and similar statements?
Generally, we accept them as truisms. However, many of us use streamers and bucktails only
in early season, before most hatches begin in earnest, and late season, as the hatches
become sparse and bsh are impelled to feed voraciously by the approach of the long, lean
winter.
" All bsh of any appreciable size eat minnows, as well as other non-insect prey. The
larger a bPsh grows, the less they rely on insect nutrition, and the more larger prey items feature
in their diet, with the greatest component usually being smaller bsh.
" Despite all of this, look in any contemporary trout-bsher#s Ry boxes, and streamers and
bucktails, imitating minnows will likely be vastly under-represented. Sure, they may have
some wooly buggers, zonkers, marabou muddlers, maybe even a few Clousers or wool-head
sculpins. But, chances are, few traditional-style bucktails or feather-wing streamers.
As creative Ry-tyers, we often tinker with standard patterns, as well as our own, and

then let the bPsh prove whether the experiment is successful.
" | have been enamored of the Matuka-style of tying feather-wing streamers ever since |
learned this method in the #70#s. Here is a variation of a great old standard pattern, which |
have found extremely effective, tied either the traditional way, or in the Matuka style:

GREEN KING (Simplibped ver. of Gardner Percy original)

Hook: Streamer, 3XL or 4XL
Thread: Olive or black, 6/0 or 3/0
Rib: Silver wire (Matuka style)
Body: Flat silver tinsel, or silver tubing or braid
Throat: White bucktail, length to end of body
Inner Wing: 2 Grizzly hackles
Beard: (opt.) Red hackle, short (representing gills)
Eyes: Stick-on, white or pearl iris w/black pupil (epoxy or lacquer over)
" Between World Wars, when streamers and bucktails gained wide-spread popularity, a
style of tying bucktails was named after a famous pattern that exemplibed this method, referred
to as the Integration Style.
" Most contemporary RBy-Pshers know this as the Thunder Creek style of construction, but
| can assure you that it was well-known long before Keith Fulsher was born!
" This method of constructing a bucktail has three primary advantages, in my opinion.
The hair is very well anchored, and cannot be pulled off the hook, or rotate around the shank.
It gives a very minnow-like proble to the By, and produces a larger minnow-shaped head, for
the application of larger stick-on eyes. The eyes are a critical component, as they are the
strike-point for predators.
Here is a variation of Art Flick#s famous bucktail pattern, which | invariably tie in the

Integration (or Thunder Creek) style:

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BLACK-NOSE DACE (variation of the Art Flick original)

Hook: Streamer, 4XL
Thread: Black working thread (or white, if using silver tubing for the body), 6/0 or 3/0
Thread: Red, for the wing tie-down area, after wing and throat bent back over the body
(represents gills), 6/0 or 3/0
Tail: Red yarn - short, full
Body: Flat silver tinsel, or silver tubing or braid
Throat: White bucktail
Wing: Black bucktail under, with brown bucktail over
Eyes: Stick-on type, white or pearlescent iris with black pupil - lacquer or epoxy over

I hope this inspires you to have some fun at the vise, and add some streamer and
bucktail minnow imitations, either traditional or other styles, to your everyday boxes, and get
out there and catch the big one!
